DEFINITIONS
The following definitions were adapted to facilitate locating related terminology more quickly the terms associated with ACamps@, AFees@ and AUse@ and are located alphabetically under those respective headings.

Actual Use - See ARevenue Additions@ and ARevenue Exclusions@ in this section

Additionally Insured - An entity, other than the named insured, who is protected by the policy, often in regard to a specific interest.  In the context of the U.S. Government being named as additionally insured - The U.S. Government is insured primarily with respect to liability arising from operations of the holder.  

Adjusted Gross Revenue - Gross revenue and revenue additions less applicable exclusions

Agent - One who acts for or in place of another.  Also see ADesignated Agent@ in this section.

Allocation - The process of apportioning a supply of opportunities to various sectors of demand, i.e. to the non-outfitted public and the public seeking outfitted services.

Annual Itinerary  - A document that is prepared annually by the outfitter prior to use and submitted for approval to the authorized officer.  It contains tentative trips, camp locations, period of use, number of clients, campsites, launch sites, livestock, etc.

Annual Operating Plan - Operating Plan, as defined in this section, completed on an annual basis.

Applicant - Any individual, partnership, corporation, association, or other business entity, and any Federal, State, or government entity or agency which applies for a special use authorization.

Assigned Site - A location that is authorized for occupancy and use by the authorized officer and for which a fee is paid by the holder.  Formerly Adesignated@ or Areserved@ site.

Assignment - A process of apportioning a specific amount of use to an individual outfitter.  Use can be either priority , temporary or a combination of the two.

Authorization - See ASpecial Use Authorization as defined in this section.

Authorized Officer - An employee of the Bureau of Land Management having the delegated authority to issue, suspend, terminate, revoke, or amend permits, operating plans, etc.  In the case of most outfitter permits, the authorized officer is the Field Manager or their acting.
Average Client-Day Charge - Adjusted gross revenue divided by the total number of client days for the duration of the outfitter or guided trip.

Bartered Tip - A trip in which and outfitter trades goods or services in exchange for something of value to the outfitter. 

Booking Agent - Any individual, firm, business, partnership, or corporation that make arrangements for the use of the services of a registered outfitter and receives compensation.  A booking agent does not supply personnel of facilities and services to outfitter clientele.

Business Assets - Those assets considered essential to the operations of that particular outfitting business, such as property, vehicles, equipment, tack, livestock, rafts, client list, etc.. 

Cache - A place for storing equipment when a site is not occupied, or a place for storing supplies for future use.

Camp - A location where people temporarily live or congregate in the outdoors.

Base Camp - Camp that has the dual role of serving as a central supply location for other camps in the area and providing for the needs of transportation livestock, is used, and clients needs for shelter, sanitation and food.

Drop Camp - Camp whose location is either of the client or outfitters choosing to which the client is packed in and dropped off.  The camp components may be provided either by the client or the outfitter.  The outfitter provided no guiding services.

End-of-the Road Camp - Camp serving the needs of users during the transition phase between motorized transport and foot or stock transport.  The camp may also function as a base camp

Pack Station - Similar to end -of-the-road camp where clients meet the outfitter.  Usually involves some structures, some of which may be permanent.  More common tem in California.

Progressive Camps - A series of camps used during trips through an area.  Duration of use is usually 1-2 nights per location.  These camps are not set up in advance of arrival and are removed as the party moves on.

Spike Camps - Camp generally located in a more remote location, with bare necessities and fewer occupants than other types of camps.  Spike camps are generally supplied from a base camp. 

Staging Area - Similar to a transfer camp, located near a trail head or point where outfitted activity commences.

Transfer Camp -  Camp which has the primary function of serving as a transition locations for other camps in the area.  It can be differentiated from other camps in that there is generally no provisions for overnight accommodations of clients.

Carrying Capacity - A measure used to signify the optimum use that the area can accommodate without having unacceptable degradation of resources or undesirable social interaction.

CFR - Code of Federal Regulations.

Client Charge - The outfitters guide=s charge per client for an outfitted or guided trip.

Client Days - 

Public Lands Client Days - The number of service days o Public Lands for the duration of the outfitted or guided trip multiplied by the number of clients on the trip.

Compliance.

Total Client Days - Where there is use both on and off Public Lands, the total number of days for the duration of the outfitted or guided trips multiplied by the number of clients on the trip. 

Commercial Use - To intend to make recreational use of the public lands and related waterways for business or financial gains.  Specifically:

1. When a person , group, or organization makes or attempts to makes a profit, receive money, amortize equipment, or obtain goods and services as compensation from participants in recreational activities occurring on public lands, the use is considered commercial.

2. An activity, service, or use is commercial if anyone collects a fee ore receives other compensation that is not strickle a sharing of, or is in excess of , actual expenses incurred for the purposes of the activity, service or use.         

3.  Profit making services are automatically classified as commercial, even if that part of the activity covered by a permit is identified as non-profit making.

Compliance - The holders actions are in conformance with permit terms and conditions, operating plan, regulations and agreements.

Designated Agent - A person who is invested with the general power, involving the exercise of judgment and discretion, as distinguished from an ordinary agent or employee, who acts in an inferior capacity, and under the direction and control of superior authority, both in regard to the extent of the work and the manner of executing the same. 

Designated Site - See AAssigned Site@.

Donated Trip - A trip where an outfitter provides goods and services without any type of compensation.

Duration of Outfitted or Guided Trip - The period that begins when the client first comes under the care and supervision of the outfitter or guide, including arrival at the holder=s headquarters or local community, and ends when the client is released from the outfitter=s or guide=s care and supervision. Duration of the outfitted or guided trip is used to calculate client days, which in turn are used to determine the average client-day charge and the adjustment for use off Public Lands. 

EIS - Environmental Impact Statement.

Escrow - A document or deed, delivers by the grantor, promissor or obligor into the hands of a third person, to be held by the latter until the happening of a contingency or performance of a condition, and then by him delivered to the grantee, promisee or obligee.

Fair Market Value - The amount or value for which in all probability a property would be sold by a knowledgeable owner willing but not obligated to sell to a knowledgeable purchaser who desired but is not obligated to buy.

Fee Terminology - 

Actual Use Report - A document that is prepared by the outfitter and submitted to the authorized officer by an agreed upon date.

Adjustment - The reduction in the fee for commercial use to account for the portion of the outfitted or guided trip that occurs of Public Lands.

Assigned Site Fee - Fee assessed the holder for an assigned site.

Estimated Fee - A fee, based on the annual itinerary and the fee system or fee schedule in effect for the permit.  Calculated and paid for prior to use.

Fee for Commercial Use - Fee for permit privileges and use of Public Lands 

Fee Schedule - A predetermined fee for a defined category of use.  A schedule may be adjusted at certain intervals based on an appropriate index.

Fee Waiver - Discounts or reductions from payment of the total outfitter guide special use permit fee as provided in Title 43 Code of Federal Regulations, '  Or a reduction of fees as provided through approved Non-Use revenue reduction.

Flat User Day Fee - A system whereby the same rate per authorized service day is applied to all outfitter guides in the dame use category.

Gratuity (ies) (Accepted) - A monetary tip or other item of value given voluntarily by the client to the outfitter in return for some service .  Fair market value of the gratuity is included in gross revenue.

Gratuity (ies) (Granted) - Goods, services, or privileges that are not available to the general public and that are donated or provided without charge o organizations; individuals; the outfitter=s employees, owners, or offices; or immediate family members of the outfitter=s employees, owners, or officers.

Grazing Fee - Fee assessed the holder for the grazing of transportation livestock authorized under a special use permit.  See Transportation Livestock in this section. 

Interim Fee for Commercial Use - An intermediate step in the calculation of the Fee for Commercial Use.  It is completed only when and Adjustment for Use Off Public Lands applies and prior to any calculation for Unapproved Non-use and /or Unauthorized Additional Use.  The adjustment (reduction amount) is subtracted from the Interim Fee for Commercial Use. 

Minimum Fee - The least amount that must be annually charged the holder for the fee for Commercial Use and the Assigned Site Fee (if applicable) portions of fees associated with an outfitter guide Special Use Permit. 

Option A - Fee for commercial Use option where the fee calculation uses an average client day charge and a schedule of rates.

Option B - Fee for Commercial Use options where the fee calculation uses 3 percent of the annual adjusted gross revenue. 

Short-stop Fee - Fees for trip that use Public Lands incidental to the purpose of the trip, such as a bus tour that takes clients on a sight-seeing trip.  The rate is established for trips with two service days per client or less spent on Public Lands. 

Total Outfitter Guide Special Use Permit Fee - Fee for all activities authorized by the Special Use Permit; calculated at the end of the operating season; includes Fee for Commercial Use, Assigned Site Fee and Grazing Fee.  Reconciled with Estimated Fee Paid.   

Transfer Fee - A fee charged for issuance of a new permit to a subsequent owner of the business assets of an existing permit holder.

Unapproved Non - Use Fee - A fee assessed the holder for unapproved non-use

Unauthorized Additional Use Fee - A fee assessed the holder for unapproved additional use.  See Aunauthorized additional use@ in this section.
Groups - See A Nonprofit Association or Corporation as defined in this section@.  
Gross Revenue - The total amount of receipts from the sale of goods or services provided by the holder in connection with the outfitted or guided trip.  These receipts include:

1.  Revenue received by the holder from clients for goods or services provided during the outfitted or guided trip (the client charge per trip multiplied by the total number of clients on each trip);

2.  Revenue received by the holder or the holder=s employees or agents for scheduling or booking the outfitted or guided trip; and 

3.  Revenue from goods or services provided of Public Lands, such as lodging and meals, unless specifically excluded. 

Guiding - providing services or assistance (such as supervision, protection, education, training, packing, touring, subsistence, interpretation, or other assistance to individuals or groups in their pursuit of a natural resource-based outdoor activity) for pecuniary remuneration or other gain.  The term guide includes the holder=s employees, agents and instructors.

Head Month -(HM), A unit of measure for billing purposes and permitting numbers of transportation livestock.  One HM equals one animal for one month. 

Holder - An Applicant who has received a special use permit to conduct outfitter guide activities.

Illegal Outfitter Guide - An un-registered and/or un-permitted individual who operates as a commercial outfitter-guide; or a properly registered/permitted commercial outfitter guide who operates outside the scope of the license or permit.  Same as unauthorized outfitting.

Institutional Outfitter - Same as : Semi-Public Outfitter    Includes a variety of membership or limited constituency institutions such as religious, conservation, youth, fraternal, service club, and social groups; education institutions such as schools, colleges and universities; and similar common interest organizations and associations.

Launch (River Use) - An individual trip.  May be compromised of one or more boats with corresponding authorized party size (crewman and passengers).

MOU - Memorandum of Understanding

NEPA - National Environmental Policy Act

Non-Compliance - The Holder has failed to act in accordance with one or more of the following: permit provisions, operating plan, regulations or agreements.

Nonprofit Association or Corporation - Not controlled or owned by profit-making corporations or business enterprises, and which is engaged in public or semi-public activity to further public health, safety, or welfare.  Term has a very extended definition.  Usually associated with fee waiver requests.  

Organizations - See A Nonprofit Association or Corporation as defined in this section@.  
Operating Plan - A plan mutually formulated by the holder and the authorized officer under which an outfitter will conduct operations and manage camps while occupying Public Lands.  The plan is for the period of the permit, and becomes a part of the permit.

Outfitter Guide Registration - Authority secured from the Colorado State Board of Outfitters Registration to engage in the business of outfitting and or/guiding. 

Outfitting - Providing through rental or livery any saddle or pack animal, vehicle or boats, tents, or camp gear, or similar supplies or equipment, for pecuniary remuneration or other gain.  The term Aoutfitter@ includes the holder=s employees, agents, and instructors.

Packing Service - Type of use generally authorized for the retrieval of downed game.  No hunting, guiding, or camping permitted unless associated with other permitted uses.  This use is occasionally authorized in areas of concentrated hunts or in gated road situations which require non-motorized access.  Usually considered where other commercial outfitters can=t handle the volume of business.

Performance Bond - A surety presented by the holder to the authorized officer upon the authorized officers request.  The surety is used as a guaranty of the holders performance regarding specific circumstances as stated in the Special Use Permit.

Performance Evaluation - The evaluation of an outfitter=s compliance with the terms of their permit and operating plan.

Permanent Structure - Structure that remains on site for more than one reason.

Permit - See ASpecial Recreation Use Permit@ as defined in this section.

Permittee - See AHolder@ as defined in this section
Rationing - The process of assigning limited use opportunities to individual members of the outfitted and non-outfitted public.  In many cases a percentage of the rationed permits are allocated to the outfitters who in turn market the opportunity.

Reissuance - The issuance of a new special use authorization for the same use upon the transfer of ownership of business assets.

Renewal - The issuance of a new special use authorization for the same use to the same holder upon the expiration of the holder=s current authorization.

Reserved Site - See AAssigned Site@ in this section.

Revenue Additions - The market value of the following items which are added to gross revenue:

1.  The value of goods and services that are donated or the value of goods and services that are bartered in exchange for goods and services received that are directly related to the outfitted or guided trip; and

2.  The value of gratuities, which are goods, services, or privileges that are not available to general public and that are donated or provided without charge to organizations, individuals, the holder=s employees, owners, or officers; or immediate family members of the holders=s employees, owners, or officers.

Revenue Exclusions - The following items which are excluded from gross revenue:

1.  Revenue derived from goods or services sold on private land that are not related to outfitting and guiding operations conducted over Public Lands, such as souvenirs, telephone toll charges, and accident insurance sales;

2.  Amounts paid or payable to a State government licensing authority or recreation administering agency from sales of hunting or fishing licences and recreation fee tickets;

and

3.  Revenue from the sale of operating equipment, rental equipment, capitalized assets, or other assets used in outfitting and guiding operations.  Examples are horses, tack, watercraft, and rental skies and boots, which are sold periodically and replaced.

Revocation - The cessation of a special recreation use permit, by action of an officer superior in rank to the issuing officer, prior to the end of the specified period of occupancy or use due to the holder=s noncompliance with the terms of the authorization, failure to exercise the privileges granted, or for reasons that are in the interest of the general public.  Revocations are appealable by the holder. 

Semi-Public Outfitter - See Ainstitutional outfitter@ in this section.
Service Day - A day or any part of a day on Public Lands for which an outfitter or guide provides goods and services, including transportation, to a client.

Special Use Authorization - A permit, term permit, lese, or easement which allows occupancy, use, rights, of privileges of Public Lands. 

Special Recreation Use Permit - A special recreation use authorization which provides permission, without conveying an interest in land, to occupy and use the public lands or facilities for specified purpose, and which is revocable, terminable and non-compensable.  Also see ATerm Permit@ as defined in this section.

Structure - A constructed feature. 

Subletting - Conveying all or part of authorized use to another.

Suspension - The temporary, either in part or in total, of occupancy or use privileges granted under a special recreation use permit, usually a specified nonperformance is corrected.  Suspensions are appealable by the holder.

Temporary Permits - An authorization that is issued for one year or less.

Temporary Structures - Structure that is erected and dismantled in one season or less.

Termination - The cessation of a special recreation use permit, by operation of law through concurrence with holder or the occurrence of a fixed or agreed-upon condition, event, or time, without the necessity for any decision or action by the authorized officer. 

Term Permit - A Special recreation use authorization to occupy and use of Public Lands, other than rights-of-way under 43 CFR   '           of this part, for specified period which is both revocable and compensable according to its term.

Transportation Livestock - Pack and saddle animals authorized in connection with an outfitter or guide permit and expressed in head months and by class of animal.

Use and Non-Use Terminology -  

Actual Use - The amount of use that actually occurred.

Additional Use - Use by th e holder in excess of that authorized Special Recreation Use Permit, operating plan, annual itinerary or other written agreement.

Approved Non-Use - Non-Use as defined in this section, for which the holder has received a fee waiver from the authorized officer. 

Authorized Use - Activities and amount of use approved by the authorized officer.  Approval can be granted by issuance of a permit or approval of an annual itinerary, operating plan including amendments thereof associated with a permit.

Commercial Use or Activity -Any use or activity on Public Lands, (a) where an entry or participation fee is charged, or (b) where the primary purpose is the sale of a good or service, and in either case, regardless of whether the use or activity is intended to produce a profit.  

Day Use - Outfitting and guiding involving no overnight use of Public Lands.

Incidental Use - Temporary use that is proposed to be 50 service days or less and is anticipated to have little or no significant impact on public health and safety, the environment, or other authorized uses and activities.  The use must be low risk, not involving livestock, firearms, aircraft, white water floating, or ATV=s.

Noncommercial Use or Activity - Any use activity that does not involve a commercial use or activity as defined in this section.

Non-Use - Authorized use the holder dis not utilize.  See Aunapproved non-use@ and Aapproved non-use@ in this section. 
Occupancy and Use - To enter upon or cause entry upon lands administered by the Bureau of Land Management for the purpose of conducting outfitter and/or guide operations.  Examples include: Outfitting, guiding, camping, leaving or storing equipment, or having a camp in place (tent, etc.) Even if unattended or unoccupied by humans.     

Paid Non-Use - Non-Use as defined in this section, for which the holder received compensation.  Paid Non-Use is not subject to the unapproved Non-Use fee.

Priority Use - Assignment of use for a period not to exceed five years.

Priority Use Review Amount - An amount o f use to be assigned for a period of one season or less.

Temporary Use - An amount of use to be assigned for a period of ne season or less.

Unapproved Non-Use - Non-Use as defined in the section, for which the holder has not received a fee waiver from the authorized officer.

Unauthorized Additional Use - Use by the holder in excess of that approved by the authorized officer.  See Aunauthorized use@ and Aauthorized use@ in this section.

Unauthorized Use - Use outside of that approved by the authorized officer.
